Mar 26-Apr 3 and Sep 24-Oct 02, 2017

THE MAHA KALI SARDA

The Kali river forms the international border between India and Nepal in its upper
reaches. A self-contained river journey down this river is one of the prime options
in this part of the Himalaya. The river flows past terraced farms of Kumaoni and
Nepali villages, fresh water streams, sandy beaches, thick tropical jungles,
plantations as we travel downstream through the terai belt negotiating exciting
white water. With the Mahseer making it an angler's delight, the lack of road access
makes it a complete wilderness journey. After the first few days of serene float past
its confluence with the Saryu at Pancheshwar (also a famous fishing spot) with the
occasional big rapid, the Kali makes its final descent to the plains in the last day on
river, beginning with the mighty Chooka rapid. Flowing past the terai hills after
densely forested hillsides, this trip is an outdoor wilderness experience in a league
of its own.

Board overnight train from Delhi - Kathgodam.

Drive Kathgodam to Pithoragarh (07 hrs). Overnight at rest house. Views
of Panchuli more than compensate for the drive.
Drive Pithoragarh to put-in at Jhulaghat (02 hrs). Raft an initiation stretch

of 15 kms of class 2+ rapids passing many stalactite and stalagmite
formations. Camp by late afternoon and hike to nearby village.

: We pass Pancheshwar where the Kali meets the Saryu, and is now called

the sarda. We camp below the confluence for a relaxed afternoon.

: The river begins to get pacy as we negotiate a series of class 3 rapids. The

day is marked by thick jungles and less-inhabited sections. Camp
overnight.

Rest day to explore the surroundings, hike and relax.

Today, we raft 20kms to camp below the class 4 Chooka rapid.

: We begin to enter the terai jungles today with great white water

and the chance of spotting a wild elephant. We reach boom for the
drive to Kathgodam. Overnight Ranikhet Express to Delhi.
Overnight train.

Arrive Delhi 0350 hrs.

Note : Spring trips begin lower at Jhulaghat, while fall trips from

Jauljibee. There are flights 4 days a week to Pantnagar. You can

choose to fly either before or after the expedition.

Rates quoted are on twin share. If you prefer single accommodation, the
single supplement is Rs. 9500.

We book space on a 100% advance.

Note : Train bookings are very difficult to get if you book closer to date. A
railway ‘tatkal” surcharge of Rs. 1400/person/sector will apply should we be
unable to get a ticket under standard quota.

4. Health and Fitness Requirements:

Participants must be in good health and
good physical condition. It is vital that
participants with medical problems make
it know to us well before departure. If you
should suffer from severe muscular, chest,
heart or bronchial disorders or if you are a
severe asthmatic, have high blood
pressure you are strongly advised against
participating. This expedition

in a remote area where there is little to

no access to medical services or

hospital facilities for serious problems.
Where necessary evacuation may be
prolonged, difficult and expenses.
Medical and evacuation expenses will

be the responsibility of the participant.

5. Tour Leaders

Our tour leaders take their
responsibilities very seriously and if a
tour leader believes in his/her judgment
that you should no t participate in part of
the trip or not run a certain section /rapid
of the river he/she may exclude you
from that particular section of the trip. If
during the trip the tour leader considers
you should not participate further he/she
may direct you not to continue and you
must follow their instruction.
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6. Delay or Change of Itinerary

While every effort is made to run our
expedition according to the itinerary
Thunder Bow Expeditions reserves the
right to change the trip plan prior to
departure in the best interest of the trip.
Delays may be possible and may become
necessary due to inclement weather,
snow and ice conditions, political
restrictions or due to roadblocks,
landslides, high river levels etc.
